By Walking (1/2 Block):

From Marriott Hotel at Kendall Square "T" Station: 

· From the Marriott hotel, go out the main entrance facing Main Street with the Kendall Square "T" station. 
(Not the driveway entrance with Valet Parking.) 

· Turn right leaving the Marriott and follow the brick sidewalk.  Legal Sea Foods restaurant is in the next building on your right, located on the first floor. 

· The main entrance is through the revolving doors. The wheelchair accessible ramp is to the right of those revolving doors, on the exterior of the building.  This entrance takes you through the private dining room.  All parts of the facility are handicapped accessible. 

From Parking Garage (Validated Parking):

Restaurant offers validated parking during the rehearsal dinner, allowing you to park close by and relax more.  Prices vary.  Pull in the public parking garage (for both Marriott and Legal Sea Foods) with entrances on Ames St. and Main St.  After parking, take your ticket with you and leave the garage using the exit facing Main St.  Turn right and Legal Sea Foods is just steps away. 

By Car:

From North or South by Car


▪ 
Take I-93 into central Boston/Cambridge. 


▪ 
Take Exit 26 (Storrow Drive/Cambridge), stay in left lane. 


▪ 
Merge onto Storrow Drive and enter left lane. 


▪ 
Exit Storrow Drive (left-hand ramp) towards Government Center/Kendall Square. 


▪ 
Take first right onto Longfellow Bridge and cross over Charles River. 


▪ 
The road becomes Broadway.  Stay on Broadway and look for Marriott on left. 


▪ 
A) overnight hotel guests: Make a U-turn and stop at the hotel for Valet Parking (flat rate fee for unlimited car drop-off and retrieval).  For Self-Parking in the garage, a fee charged each time you exit or enter with your car.  (Valet Parking is cheaper if you plan to come and go often.)  To get to the restaurant see directions, "By Walking: From Parking Garage" above.



B) rehearsal dinner only guests: Make a U-turn, then turn right immediately before hotel into the public parking garage ("P") for Self-Parking.  To get to the restaurant see directions, 
"By Walking: From Parking Garage" above.

From West by Car

Take I-90 East (Massachusetts Turnpike).

Merge onto I-93 North.

From Logan Airport (BOS), Boston, Massachusetts by Car

Follow signs to Sumner Tunnel.

Merge onto I-93 North.

Follow directions, "By Car: From North or South" above.


By Public Transit: 
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From Logan Airport by Subway and Bus Combination (requires 2 transfers). 


▪ 
Exit terminal from Baggage Claim and look for signs for Silver Line bus.  


▪
Board Silver Line bus to South Station. 


▪ 
At South Station, board Red Line subway towards Alewife (inbound); exit at Kendall Square/MIT.


▪ 
Legal Sea Foods and Marriott are exactly here.  See directions, "By Walking: From Marriott Hotel at Kendall Square "T" Station " above.

From Harvard Square


▪ 
Enter Harvard Square "T" Station and take Red line two stops (inbound) towards Park Street.

Exit subway at Kendall Square "T" Station.
From Logan Airport to the Marriott by Taxi Cab

Follow signs to Ground Transport,  Taxi Stand. Cab fare total should be $26 - $30 confirming fare with driver before accepting ride is recommended.
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To Wedding Ceremony

By Public Transit: 
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America's First Subway




From the Boston Marriott Cambridge hotel Kendall Square
· Exit the hotel and enter the subway station using the elevator, escalator or stairs.  (Cost of subway token(s): $1.25 one-way, $2.50 roundtrip.)

· Board the Red Line subway (outbound) towards Alewife.

· Travel approximately 7-minutes and exit at the second (2nd) stop at Harvard Square.

· Take the elevator, escalator or stairs up and out of the subway station and find yourself in the middle of Harvard Square.

· You want to be on the side of the street closest to the red brick Harvard University buildings located across the street from all of the shops and businesses such as the Harvard Coop bookstore, CVS, etc.  Walk in the direction of Arlington, with the newsstand to your back and the fence and red brick building on your right.  You will come to an black wrought iron gate (its called Johnson Gate, but won't have a name on it.)   This is where you should enter Harvard Yard.  The gate is wide enough for a car and there should be a security guard there.  (Contrary to popular belief, you are not allowed to pahk your cah in Hahvahd Yahd.)

· As you enter the gate and look straight ahead, consider it to be 12 o'clock.  The Memorial Church is in the 11 o'clock position.  You will be able to see the white steeple.  Follow the sidewalks to the Memorial Church.  You will see black signs on the steps indicating the entrance, which is closest to you as you approach the Church.

· Note: There are two sides to Harvard Yard (Old Yard and New Yard) which are separated by University Hall.  If you can see the John Harvard statue in front of a white building (University Hall), you need to walk around to the other side of the building to find The Memorial Church.

· The Memorial Church is located closest to the building Thayer.

· Entrance by foot is up a flight of stone stairs at front of the church. Wheelchair accessible ramp is on the long side of the church, to the left of the stairs, and slopes downwards to the garden level.  Elevator inside will take you up to the main sanctuary level for the church ceremony.

· Harvard University is in session so if you get lost, ask a helpful student for directions. 

· Alternatively if you find yourself lost in Harvard Square, the Harvard Information Office is inside the Holyoke Center, the gray building next door to Au Bon Pain.  They have maps and people who can point any lost guest to the church.

By Car/Taxi: (We strongly recommend not driving to Harvard Square!!!)

From the Boston Marriot Cambridge Hotel Kendall Square
· Exit the hotel onto Broadway and make a U-turn.  

· Travel approximately 2 miles to end of Broadway (look for flashing yellow light.)

· Take left onto Quincy street.

· Exit taxi on right side of street and enter Harvard Yard. (Look for white steeple.)

· If you are driving, metered street parking and public garages are available but difficult to find.
